[t's been nine years since an accident at a nuclear power
plant plunged Montreal into an eternal, radioactive
winter. Life goes on for folks like Flavie Beaumont, a
mail courier on snowmobile who's carved out a pretty
normal life for herself despite mutant rivals, eclectic
urban wildlife, and unrelenting meteorological events of
unprecedented force. It turns out surviving nuclear winter
is hard. .. but surviving your twenties is even harder!

How did you come up with the idea for Nuclear Winter?

Cab: | was walking to the subway in 2012, just around the time
when the snow starts to melt for good at the end of winter. |
noticed how dirty the sidewalks were this time of year and
thought how much worse it'd be with longer winters—endless
winters! And in an instant, the idea of a “nuclear winter” caused
by some freak accident at a nuclear power plant just popped in
my mind. We have such a complicated relationship with the cold
season here that | knew there was something to go on about
with this concept.

Tell us a little about the characters we’'ll meet.

Cab: Favie is the protagonist of the series. She’s a 28-year-
old veteran snowmobile courier, a bit of a loner, and deeply
attached to her hometown. Couriers are essential in a city where
transports are paralyzed by snow and she takes her job very
seriously. Too much maybe?

Her best friend and coworker is Léonie, who is a lot more
easygoing and is desperately trying to get Flavie out of her
routine. During one of Flavie’s deliveries, she meets Marco, a

___

handsome and popular socialite whose only job is to be “cool,
a concept that Flavie finds completely foreign. And to top it off,
there’s Marco's despicable girlfriend, Jenny. She’s just...terrible.

Which character do you relate to the most?

Cab: I'm a true Montreal inner-city kid, like Flavie, so she’s my

voice in the story. A lot of people tell me they can “hear me”

when they read her dialogue, which | take as a compliment!
| absolutely despise winter, but | don't think Flavie is thrilled
about her situation either. She’s just very resilient and waits it
out, like all of us do each year!

Do you think you could survive a nuclear winter? What
kind of radioactive mutation would you hope to have?

Cab: If we forget the fact that my definition of nuclear winter
is anything but plausible or scientifically accurate, | quess that
yes, I'd probably accept my fate and persist on and on. Since
'm constantly holed up inside drawing comics, Id be okay as
long as | got supplies and the internet! Part of me would like an
extra arm or two, to multitask even more (and eventually drive
myself crazy). As long as | don't grow fur or more eyes, I'm fine

with anything! |l
